
POLITICAL COMMITTEE  
REGISTRATION 

 

Each political committee that anticipates receiving contri-
butions or making expenditures during a calendar year in 
an aggregate amount exceeding $500 or that is seeking 
the signatures of registered electors in support of an 
initiative shall file a Statement of Organization within 10 
days after its organization or, if later, within 10 days after 
the date on which it has information that causes the com-
mittee to anticipate that it will receive contributions or 
make expenditures in excess of $500. If a political com-
mittee is organized within 10 days of any election, it shall 
immediately file a Statement of Organization.  
(FS 106.03) 
 

APPOINTING A  
CAMPAIGN TREASURER  

 
Each political committee will also be required appoint a 
campaign treasurer and designate a campaign deposi-
tory by filing Form DS-DE 6 Appointment of Campaign 
Treasurer and Designation of Campaign Depository.  
(FS 106.021) 
 

ELECTIONEERING COMMUNICATION 
ORGANIZATION REGISTRATION  

 

“Electioneering communications organization" means 
any group, other than a political party, political commit-
tee, or committee of continuous existence, whose activi-
ties are limited to making expenditures for electioneering 
communications or accepting contributions for the pur-
pose of making electioneering communications.  Elec-
tioneering Communication Statement of Organization 
Form DS-DE 103 is the first document to be filed with the 
filing officer.  It must be filed within ten days after the 
electioneering communication organization organizes or 
within ten days after anticipating the receipt of contribu-
tions or the making of expenditures in excess of $500.  
(FS 106.03) 
 

APPOINTING A REGISTERED AGENT  
 
Each political committee or electioneering  
communications organization must have and 
continuously maintain in this state a registered office and 
a registered agent and must file with the Division of Elec-
tions a statement of appointment for the registered office 
and registered agent.  An entity without a registered 
agent may not make expenditures or accept 
contributions.  (FS 106.022) 
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ELECTRONIC FILING OF 
CAMPAIGN TREASURER’S REPORTS  

 
 

The Lee County Supervisor of Elections requires the  
electronic filing of all campaign treasurer’s reports IN 
ADDITION TO the statutory requirements of FS 106.07 
requiring the filing of an original/signed campaign  
treasurer’s report on or by the designated due date. 

 
 

WHICH COMMITTEES WILL BE  
REQUIRED TO FILE ELECTRONICALLY?  
 
Electronic filing will be required of the following types of 
committees registered with the Lee County Supervisor of 
Elections: 
 

· Electioneering Communication Organizations 
· Executive Party Committees 
· Political Committees 
 

EACH COMMITTEE REQUIRED TO 
FILE ELECTRONICALLY WITH 

THE LEE COUNTY SUPERVISOR 
OF ELECTIONS, MUST ALSO FILE 
AN ORIGINAL/SIGNED CAMPAIGN  

TREASURER’S REPORT WITH 
THE LEE COUNTY SUPERVISOR 
OF ELECTIONS ON OR BY THE 

DESIGNATED DUE DATE. 
A CANDIDATE’S OR 

COMMITTEE’S FAILURE TO FILE 
AN ORIGINAL/SIGNED REPORT 
IS A VIOLATION OF FLORIDA 

STATUTES AND SUCH  
CANDIDATE OR COMMITTEE 
SHALL BE SUBJECT TO THE 

FINES IN FS 106.07. 
 

 



REPORTING THE ACCEPTANCE OF CERTAIN  
CONTRIBUTIONS-EFFECTIVE 01-01-2008  
Contributions to a political committee or committee of 
continuous existence may be received by an affiliated 
organization and transferred to the bank account of 
the political committee or committee of continuous 
existence via check written from the affiliated  
organization if such contributions are specifically 
identified as intended to be contributed to the political 
committee or committee of continuous existence. All 
contributions received in this manner shall be re-
ported pursuant to s. 106.07 by the political 
committee or committee of continuous existence as 
having been made by the original contributor.  
(FS 106.08) 

 

WHERE TO FILE REPORTS 
 

POLITICAL COMMITTEES  
Reports are filed with the agency or officer before 
whom such committee registers.  Municipal political 
committees file with the City Clerk.  (FS 106.07) 
 

ELECTIONEERING COMMUNICATION 
ORGANIZATIONS 
Reports are filed with the agency or officer before 
whom such organization registers. (FS 106.011) 
 

INDEPENDENT EXPENDITURE REPORTS 
Reports are filed with the same officer as a political 
committee supporting or opposing such candidate or 
issue.  (FS 106.04, 106.07, and 106.071)

REPORT ELECTRONICALLY  

 
FILING CAMPAIGN TREASURER’S REPORTS  
Campaign treasurer’s reports must be filed no later than 
5:00 p.m., Eastern Standard Time, on or by the 10th day 
following the end of each calendar quarter from the time 
the campaign treasurer is appointed.  United States post-
mark bearing the due date or an earlier date is acceptable. 
 
Following the last day of qualifying for candidates, candi-
date AND political committee reports are filed on the 32nd, 
18th and 4th days preceding the primary election and on 
the 46th, 32nd, 18th and 4th days preceding the general 
election. 
 
If the due date falls on a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday, 
the report is due on the next day which is not a Saturday, 
Sunday or legal holiday. 
(FS 106.07) 
 
WAIVER OF CAMPAIGN TREASURER’S REPORT  
When there has been no activity in the committee’s  
campaign account during a reporting period (no funds ex-
pended or received) the filing of the report may be waived 
by notifying the filing officer, in writing, that no activity has 
occurred. This notification must be made on the prescribed 
reporting date by electronic transmission and by filing an 
original notice with the Lee County Supervisor of Elections. 
(FS 106.07) 
 
PENALTIES FOR FILING A LATE REPORT  
Late reports are subject to a fine of $50 per day for the first 
3 days late, and, thereafter, $500 per day for each late day, 
not to exceed 25% of the total receipts or expenditures, 
whichever is greater, for the period covered by the late 
report, however, for the reports immediately preceding 
each primary and general election, the fine shall be $500 
per day for each late day, not to exceed 25 percent of the 
total receipts or expenditures, whichever is greater, for the 
period covered by the late report.  (FS 106.07) 
 
DISBANDMENT OF POLITICAL COMMITTEE  
Any political committee, which after having filed one or 
more statements of organization, disbands or determines it 
will no longer receive contributions or make expenditures 
during the calendar year in an aggregate amount exceed-
ing $500 shall notify the filing officer.  The committee shall 
dispose of surplus funds in accordance with the commit-
tee’s filed Statement of Organization.  (FS 106.03) 
 
 
 
 

 
 

INDEPENDENT EXPENDITURE AND 
ELECTIONEERING COMMUNICATION REPORTS 
Each person who makes an independent expenditure or 
an expenditure for an electioneering communication 
which, in the aggregate, is in the amount of $100 or 
more, shall file reports of such expenditures in the same 
manner, at the same time, and are subject to the same 
penalties as a political committee supporting such candi-
date or issue.  Independent expenditure reports are not 
required to be filed electronically with the Lee County 
Supervisor of Elections.  (FS 106.071) 
 

CASH CONTRIBUTIONS AND CONTRIBUTION BY 
CASHIER’S CHECKS-EFFECTIVE 01-01-2008  
A person may not make or accept a cash 
contribution or contribution by means of a 
cashier’s check in excess of $50.  (FS 106.09)
