Only Wards 2 and 6 will be voting in the primary.  The top two vote getters in each of these contests will 

go to the general election ballot in April along with the two candidates running in Ward 4.  Wards 1, 3 and 5 will 

NOT be voting in the 2007 elections. 

To verify the current ward, voters can check for their ward number on their new voter registration 

information cards in the box marked “City”.  Old voter information cards may not have the correct information.
